Surrender Control/

Then Jesus went with them to the olive grove called Gethsemane, and he said,
“Sit here while | go over there to pray.” He took Peter and Zebedee’s two sons,
James and John, and he became anguished and distressed. He told them, “My
soul is crushed with grief to the point of death. Stay here and keep watch with
me.” He went on a little farther and bowed with his face to the ground, praying,
“My Father! If it is possible, let this cup of suffering be taken away from me. Yet |
want your will to be done, not mine.” Then he returned to the disciples
and found them asleep.

They found that the stone had been rolled away from the entrance. So they went
in, but they didn’t find the body of the Lord Jesus. As they stood there puzzled,
two men suddenly appeared to them, clothed in dazzling robes. The women were
terrified and bowed their faces to the ground. Then the men asked, “Why are you
looking among the dead for someone who is alive? He isn’t here! He is risen from
the dead! Remember what he told you back in Galilee, that the son of Man must
be betrayed into the hands of sinful men and be crucified, and that he would rise
again on the third day.” Then they remembered that he had said this. So they
rushed back from the tomb to tell his eleven disciples
— and everyone else — what had happened.

Still they stood there in disbelief, filled with
joy and wonder. Then he asked them, “Do you have anything here to eat?” They
gave him a piece of broiled fish, and he ate it as they watched.
