1.  What sport would you compete in if you were in the Olympics?  Why? 
 
2.  Which aspect of Jesus do you tend to focus most on – his divinity or 
his humanity?  Why? 
 
3.  Read Philippians 2:1-8 as a group.  In verse 6 it says Jesus didn’t 
cling to his equality with God.  What are some ways Jesus could have 
leveraged his divinity that he didn’t? 
 
4.  In verse 7 it says Jesus gave up his divine privileges and took the 
position of a slave.  What does this reveal to us about what it means to  
be “fully human”?  What is Jesus showing us about life?  Refer to what 
Paul says in verse 3. 
 
5.  In verse 5 Paul exhorts his readers to “have the same attitude that 
Jesus Christ had.”  Based on the context of Paul’s words (in 1-8), what 
attitude did Jesus have that we should have? 
 
6.  How could you be more like Jesus in your attitude this week?  Ask  
the group to pray for your next step.
