For by the power of the eternal Spirit, Christ offered himself to God 
as a perfect sacrifice for our sins. 15 That is why he is the one who 

mediates a new covenant between God and people, so that all who 
are called can receive the eternal inheritance God has promised 
them. For Christ died to set them free from the penalty of the sins 

they had committed under that first covenant. 
Hebrews 9:14-15 

 
When God speaks of a “new” covenant, it means he has made the 

first one obsolete. It is now out of date and will soon disappear. 
Hebrews 8:13
